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The November 18, 2004 Citizens Advisory Board (CAB) meeting was held at the CAB office in 
Paducah, Kentucky at 5:30 p.m.

Agenda 
 
Tanner called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Kay asked if there were any proposed modifications to 
the agenda. Tanner stated Lajuana Wilcher, Kentucky’s Environmental and Public Protection Cabinet 
Secretary, was unable to attend the Board meeting, but several members had an opportunity to meet with 
Wilcher prior to the Board meeting, which will be discussed during the Long-Range 
Strategy/Stewardship update.  The Board adopted the agenda as modified by consensus. 
 
Minutes 
 
Kay asked if there were any proposed modifications to the draft October minutes.  There were no 
modifications.  The Board approved the minutes as submitted by consensus.   
 
Deputy Designated Federal Official’s Comments  
 
Progress of the Paducah Project 
 
Blumenfeld reported October progress as follows: 
 



• The Depleted Uranium Hexafluoride (DUF6) Conversion Facility detention basin is 
complete.  Storm drainage lines that discharge to the detention basin are being installed. 
 
• Demolition of the Hydrogen Holder tank has been completed at the C-410 Decontamination 
and Decommissioning (D&D) complex. Emergency lighting is being installed in the Feed Plant 
Complex to allow D&D to proceed. 
 
• Characterization of outside DOE Material Storage Area (DMSA) material is complete.  32 
tons of outside DMSA waste has been disposed in the site landfill.  425 ft3 of inside DMSA material has 
been characterized. 
 
• The Burial Grounds Operable Unit Scoping Document is being finalized for submittal to the 
regulators.  A Remedial Investigation/Feasibility Study is due to regulators on June 30, 2005. 
 
• DOE is continuing to work to resolve the shipping issues in the Scrap Metal Removal 
project.  Resizing operations are continuing on classified scrap in preparation for containerization and 
shipping once transportation issues are resolved. 
 
• Disposed of 94,723 ft3 of Legacy Waste in FY04.  Disposal of 44,000 ft3 is planned in FY05. 
 
• The C-400 Source Removal Record of Decision is under review by the regulators.  The 
Southwest Plume Site Investigation will be submitted to the regulators on January 3, 2005.  
• The U. S. Department of Energy (DOE) has requested a revised due date of December 17, 
2004 for the submittal of the Surface Water Operable Unit Sampling and Analysis Plan. 
 
Federal Coordinator Comments 
 
Dollins stated the Site Management Plan has been submitted to the regulators for review.   
 
Dollins said EHI would meet with the Executive Committee in December to discuss the budget.  Jeanne 
Brandstetter and Kim Crenshaw have accepted offers with EHI for support services.  Brandstetter is 
scheduled to begin the first week of January.  Russell expressed his appreciation to Payne on supporting 
the CAB far beyond the minimum requirements of her job. He also said these standards will be difficult 
to be met by new staff.  He said he believes the CAB is where it is today because of the excellent work 
of the support staff. 
 
Comments 
 
Kerley inquired about the Legacy Waste Disposition chart indicating the disposal rate in Fiscal Year 
(FY) 05 was 50 percent less than in FY04.  Blumenfeld stated the schedule is based on available 
funding.  The regulatory milestones in the Agreed Order and the Federal Facilities Agreement receive 
priority over other projects.  Lee asked which projects receive the highest funding.  Williams said the 
burial grounds, surface water, and groundwater projects receive the highest funding. 
 



Russell said the Scrap Metal Removal slide does not accurately reflect that the project is behind 
schedule.  He said it would be helpful for the Board to see projected and actual progress.  Blumenfeld 
stated this information would be added. 
 
Miller asked if ground samples were taken after the demolition of the Hydrogen Holder tank was 
completed.  Dollins said he would provide an answer to Miller before the January Board meeting. 
 
Ex-officio Comments 
 
Environmental Protection Agency 
 
Williams apologized for not providing a risk assessor for the CAB’s Annual Planning Retreat.  He said 
he could provide a presentation if the CAB is still interested.   
 
Williams said he had physically walked the portion of land where the DUF6 staging area would be 
constructed, regarding the wetlands question Russell asked in the October Board meeting.  Blumenfeld 
stated she had also walked that portion of land and the area of concern is described as linear wetlands by 
the Corp of Engineers. She said silt fencing is used to prevent runoff from the lay down area.   
 
Task Forces/Presentations 
 
Waste Disposition Task Force 
 
C-746-U Landfill Presentation 
 
Russell presented a review of the C-746-U Solid Waste Landfill.   
 
Smart said if holocene displacement was found, the landfill would be shut down.  He said there should 
be plans of an alternate site, if this happens.  Russell asked Blumenfeld if DOE has a plan for alternate 
disposal sites.  Blumenfeld said the waste volume numbers for the future actions of the different projects 
were best educated guesses.  She stated a decision document process would identify the eligibility for 
on-site disposal and evaluate combinations of disposal options with public input on on-site and off-site 
disposal options.  Russell said the Risk-Based End State document states the Comprehensive 
Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA) cell as the only potential on-site 
disposal alternative.  Blumenfeld said the Request for Proposal for the Infrastructure and Environmental 
Remediation contracts states the bid would include the cost for developing an analysis for an on-site 
CERCLA cell.   
 
Dollins suggested DOE update the waste volume figures and present this information to the task force.  
Russell stated the task force has been reviewing the C-746-U Landfill data for four months and asked 
why updated information was not offered when the review of the landfill began.  Kay asked if the Board 
was interested in the Waste Disposition task force pursing potential recommendations for additional 
waste disposal options.  There were no objections.  The Board approved the task force to pursue the 
recommendations by consensus. 
 
Community Outreach 



 
McCorry stated Lee had resigned as the Chair of the Community Outreach task force. She stated Eadens, 
Lanier, and Miller had joined the task force and would meet November 22 at 4:00 p.m.  She said the task 
force would be discussing the Speaker’s Bureau and the web site.  She requested that the task forces 
assign a member to work with the Community Outreach task force for help with the Speakers Bureau 
and the CABfare newsletter. 
 
Water Quality Task Force 
 
Lee reported the Water Quality task force had received updates on the Southwest Plume, the Surface 
Water Operable Unit, and the C-400 Source Removal projects.  She stated Steve Hampson, Kentucky 
Research Consortium for Energy and the Environment (KRCEE), had reported on some of their findings 
at the task force meeting.  Lee said she asked Bryan Clayton and Dave Guyan, Bechtel Jacobs Company 
LLC, their expectations of the CAB.  Clayton and Guyan agreed that they appreciate the expertise 
provided by the CAB and felt the CAB was a subset of the general public.  They believed input was 
lacking from the broader public and the CAB could help as a conduit with the public. 
 
Long Range Strategy/Stewardship 
 
Kerley said the Long Range Strategy/Stewardship task force is concerned the Annual Report will fall 
behind schedule due to transition issues.  He asked all Board members to review the draft outline 
provided in the packet and contact the support staff if there are any additions.  Lee recommended 
funding be provided for Payne to prepare the Annual Report.  Tanner said this recommendation has been 
suggested to EHI.  He said the Annual Report highlights the achievements of the CAB and needs to be 
timely to DOE Headquarters to have impact.  
 
Ladd requested that the Board complete a Freedom of Information Act request to obtain a copy of the 
contract between EHI and DOE.  Blumenfeld stated Dollins would be the Contracting Office 
Representative for the contract with EHI. 
 
Kerley stated a presentation would be provided to the Board in January on the Site Management Plan 
(SMP).  Lee asked if someone familiar with the SMP could prepare a bulleted summary of the 
document. 
 
Kerley said he will be working with Russell on specifics to request end state graphical/visual maps.  He 
said Dollins stated there were internal maps available, but due to negotiations and variances, there may 
be many variations. 
 
Kerley said a document was provided to the task force from the National Governor’s Association titled 
“Cleaning Up America’s Nuclear Weapons Complex.”  He said the document was copyrighted in 2000 
and the information may be slightly outdated, but it is informative on the general overview of the sites.  
If anyone would like a copy, please contact the support staff. 
 
Tanner updated the CAB on the meeting with Secretary Wilcher.  He asked Wilcher the corporate 
strategy for ex-officio involvement to enable the CAB to be more informed on regulatory viewpoints.  
He said the issue was discussed regarding the CAB’s recommendation to discontinue the C-746-S&T 



Landfill Investigation.  He stated DOE agreed with the recommendation but due to regulatory 
requirements DOE was obligated to fulfill the requirement, even though no remedial action will take 
place.  Tanner said Wilcher requested a copy of the RBES Variance Tables, a copy of the CAB’s End 
State Vision Recommendation, and a copy of the Federal Advisory Committee Act.  He said Wilcher 
will meet with the Commissioner of Environmental Protection and will touch base with the CAB in 
three to six months. 
 
Public Comment 
 
Jurka stated the permitting process for the C-746-U Landfill began in 1993 and asked why Holocene 
displacement has just become an issue instead of being addressed prior to construction.  Blumenfeld said 
the triggering event for seismic issues in recent time involved a change by the U. S. Geological Service 
with ground motion numbers.  Jurka said the issue of landfill closure and waste relocation should be 
addressed.   Russell said the investigation of KRCEE was found by accident in a newspaper article, 
which led to a presentation.  He said the Board should have been informed about this issue.   
 
Administrative Issues 
 
Review of Workplan 
 
Kay asked if there were any proposed modifications to the workplan.  There were none. 
 
Review of January Agenda 
 
Kay asked if there were any proposed modifications to the agenda.  There were none. 
 
Action Items 
 
Kay reported the action for a Risk Assessment Workshop is still pending.  Kay suggested moving the 
workshop to the Executive Committee agenda.  Russell said he had been provided information 
concerning the DUF6 facility in a wetlands area, therefore, that item could be closed.  Kay said all retreat 
items would remain pending. 
 
Subcommittee Reports 
 
Executive Committee 
 
Tanner stated it was decided at the Annual Planning Retreat that it is in the best interest of the CAB to 
move forward with EHI.  He said the Retreat minutes provided in the packet require approval.  Tanner 
said the Board could approve the minutes at this time and if there are revisions, contact the support staff 
by Monday.  There were no objections.  The Retreat minutes were approved by consensus.   
 
Tanner stated the retreat evaluation is provided in the packet for review.  He said there would be no 
meetings in December. 
 
Final Comments 



 
Tanner said he would like to thank Payne and Crenshaw, on behalf of the entire Board.  He said the 
success of the CAB could only be possible with their hard work and input.  Tanner stated he had 
invested much effort into the operation and function of the CAB, but he has reached inescapable 
conclusions which he believes are becoming counterproductive.  He said for that reason, he had 
submitted his resignation from the Board.  He said he hopes that the CAB will find a path forward that 
will allow public input and involvement in the remediation of the site.  Tanner said he hopes DOE will 
re-evaluate its methods in dealing with the CAB and others so that meaningful public involvement is 
possible.  Payne stated she appreciated all of the Board’s support and wished them the best of luck.  
Blumenfeld thanked the support staff and Tanner for their efforts and hard work.  Long said Tanner has 
been the most outstanding Chair and appreciated all of his hard work.  Ladd said if DOE had involved 
the Board in issues several months ago, many issues could have been avoided.  He said if DOE 
continues to not involve the Board in critical issues, the Board will fail.  Smart thanked Tanner for a fine 
job.  He said he has enjoyed his time on the Board with Tanner as Chair.
